Playpod shell arrival imminent!

Students of the week

This Friday is our last Curriculum Day for the year and
with no students at school a perfect time for the safe
arrival of our 6 metre shipping container all the way
from China. The container the school has purchased is
brand new having completed just one trip by sea from
China to Melbourne. We have chosen a colour that we
trust is closest to that of the rural building, which will be
a close neighbour.

The Playpod concept is new for our school but will
provide students with a different kind of creative play




experience. It will take some time for us to complete all
works planned for this new area but it was important to
get the container on-site before planned oval works
begin this year. (More on this next week)

There will be a small Bobcat working at the school this
Saturday. We are preparing the area for the large
shipping container (which will be our Playpod) and
clearing this area of seating etc. for now. Parents
(without children) are welcome to drop by for a look or
assist however, the timing of the work will be hard to
predict when an extra pair of hands will be needed.

Also to be done will be some tidying up of the garden

beds adjacent to the 5/6 classrooms. This area will be
replanted later next term all going well. We received a
small grant to redo these garden beds. Some of these
plants are ‘past their

The weather can be unpredictable at times and we
review these conditions before allowing students
outside.
