A Lookout Centre has been established for our
region. This centre is responsible for co-ordinating the
care for the many students who are in out-of-home
care. Our school will train a designated teacher who
will help to ensure these children will have an
additional level of support within the school.

Belmont Primary School does not currently have any
children in this position. Out of home children have
often suffered disrupted learning and may have missed
extended periods of school. The gaps in their learning
and in many cases the emotional impact of their
experiences is likely to have become significant
barriers to their educational progress. The complexity
of this fragmented educational experience needs
careful assessment and planning.

Excellent practice in supporting out-of-home care
students already exists in many schools. Making the
Designated Teacher role mandatory in all schools is
intended to help ensure that effective practice
becomes universal. This year Mr Craig Corker will
undertake this initial training for our school.

BYOD (Bring your own device)
Parents of students in Years 2 and 5 are currently
being asked about their early intentions for 2017.
The responses to date are:
1 34 returned notes
1 23 (indicated they will be part of the BYOD
program and provide a suitable device~68%)

1 6 have not yet decided if their child(ren) will be
involved. (~18%)
1 5 are unlikely to provide a device (~14%)

A second information night will be offered later in the
term for all parents who have students new to this
program in 2017 and any other parents who are
interested.

All sales from the 14™ November will need to be
through the store and up until this time the school
will only be supplying on-demand replacement
uniforms for current students.

2017 Planning - Currently the school has 41
confirmed Prep enrolments. We would appreciate early
contact from any families who may be on the move.
This information helps the school make plans around
staffing and other resource allocations. Thanks.

Prep-2 Swimming - Our Prep-2s will be involved in
their swimming program early this term (Oct 17”‘)
which will again be held at Geelong Aquatic Centre
Bridge St Newtown. Parents are most welcomed to
attend and view lessons from the viewing areas. It
appears we will have excellent attendance over 95% at
this stage. Staff and School Council have been
discussing future placement of swimming programmes
for 2017.

School Maintenance and mowing The school once
maintained a mowing roster which a small and
committed group of parents supported. The school
moved to employing a regular gardener and general
maintenance person to better meet growing
Occupational Health and Safety requirements around
the use of machinery on site. Currently we employ one
of our parents to undertake this work. We now have
two parents interested in this role so for now we have
adequate numbers to continue this work here at
school.
